Now that youôve learned how to find things online using a search engine, what else can 
you do with the Internet? Probably more than you think you can. 
 

  
TV Guide 
 
Letôs imagine that you sit down for a relaxing night of TV watching, only to discover that 
you have misplaced the TV Guide that comes in your weekly paper. How do you 
discover what is on that night without flipping through all of your channels? TV Guide 
has a nice website that gives that sort of information, plus a lot more.  
 
To get there:  
 

1. Type www.tvguide.com into your browserôs address bar and hit the enter key on 
your keyboard. 
 
 
 

2. Point your mouse (donôt click!) 
on the WHATôS ON TV tab and 
click on TV Listings.  

 
 
 
 
 

3. A list of channels and shows 
will appear. To customize it to 
your location and service, click 
on the Edit Location link.

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4. You will need to enter your zip code and service provider from the next two 
windows.

What 
other roles did he play? The International Movie Database can tell you. 
 

1. Type www.imdb.com into your address bar and hit enter. 
 

2. Enter the name of the actor, actress, character, TV show, or movie you would 
like to find information about and click on the Go button. 
 

 
 
 
 

3. You can see a short bio if 
you searched for an actor or 
actress with a list of movies 
below that he/she played a 
role in.  

 
 
 
 
 
 

4. Click on a movie or 
show title to see more 
details about that 
movie, or click on the 
character name to see 
information about the 
character.

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5. If you had typed in a 
movie or show title, the 
page will display 
information about that 
movie or show with links 
to information on 
everyone involved. 
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Movie Listings 
 
After looking at everything thatôs on TV, you realize that you donôt want to watch 
anything. You could go to a movie, but whatôs playing and when?  
 

1. In the address bar, type www.movies.yahoo.com and hit the enter key. 
 
 

2. In the box on the right side of the 
screen, type in your zip code and 
click on the GO button.  
 
 
 
 
 
 

3. In the window that 
appears, browse 
the movie listings 
by movie theater 
and movie title. If 
you want more 
information on 
what the movie is 
about you can 
click on the movie 
title, itself, to go to 
a separate page 
about it. Matinee 
times are in 
parentheses.

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Cheap Gas 
 
You decide to catch a movie and realize you are almost out of gas. Where is the 
cheapest place to find gas right now? 
 

1. In the search box at the top of the screen on the 
right, type ñcheap gas pricesò and hit the Enter key.  
 

2. Half-way down the page will be a link to MSNôs Gas Prices web page. Click on it. 

 
 

3. If the website asks if you would like to try the ñNEW Interactive Gas Centerò click 
on the Try it now button. 
 

4. Type your zip code into the appropriate box. 

 
 

5. Within the resulting map, click and drag the map to view different areas, or point 
to the desired gas station to get more information. Use the zoom in and out 
buttons to see a closer view of an area.  
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Directions 
 
Now that you know what you want to do, how do you get there? You can get point-to-
point directions online, as well. 
 
There are three popular sites you can use to search for directions:  
 

¶ www.mapquest.com ï This site was the first to come out years ago, and is good 
for people with dial-up connections.  

¶ www.maps.google.com ï This site is excellent for interactive maps and 
customization, but takes a lot of computing power. Do not use it if you have a 
dial-up connection. 

¶ www.maps.yahoo.com ï This site works very similarly to Googleôs map site. 
Again, do not use it if you have dial-up. 

 
To connect to Googleôs map site and find directions from the library to the gas station to 
the movie theater: 
 

1. Type www.maps.google.com into your address bar and hit the enter key. 
 

2. There are three ways to begin a search. They are: 
a. Type one address, city, or destination. When that location is found, click 

on the Get directions link and enter a location to get directions to or from 
that place.  Examples: 

¶  60 S High St Akron Ohio 

¶ Tacoma WA 

¶ All Fired Up Akron Ohio

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b. Type in a business name or topic and a city. Examples: 

¶ Eat óN Park Pittsburgh PA 

¶ Chase Bank Akron Ohio 

¶ Pizza Kenmore Ohio 

¶ Restaurants Akron Ohio   

 
 

c. Type your starting and ending locations or addresses separated by the 
word ñto.ò Examples: 

¶ 60 S High St Akron Ohio to 293 E Market St Akron Ohio 

¶ 60 S High St Akron Ohio to Des Moines Iowa 

¶ Akron Ohio to Hollywood CA 

¶ 60 S High St. Akron Ohio to All Fired Up Akron Ohio 

 
 

All of the small circles 
are restaurants. Click 
on one to see more 
information. 

Notice that your total distance 
and time are recorded. 
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3. If you want to see the satellite view of the area, click on the Satellite button in the 
upper right corner of the map. You can zoom in or out for a better view. 

 
 

4. If you look at the map and do not like the route that they gave you, you can click 
on the purple line and drag it to a different area to reroute it. Notice that the 
directions on the left changed when the line on the map moved.  
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5. Now that you know how to get to the gas station, you want to add a destination 
so that you can go directly to the movie theater. Click on the Add destination 
link. A text box will appear so that you can type in another address. When 
finished, click on the Get Directions button.   

 
Your second destination has a 
distance of 7.9 miles and 12 
minutes. The total trip time 
increased to 15 minutes and 8.5 
miles.  
 
 

6. Click on the Print button in the 
upper right corner to print out 
your directions.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
MeetInBetween.us      (Use Mozilla Firefox for this website ï Internet Explorer freezes up) 
 
If you and a friend are going to drive and meet at a location in-between the two of you, 
you can have a website help you pick a location. 
 

1. Type www.meetinbetween.us into your address bar and hit the enter key. 
 

2. Enter a starting address or city in the box and click 
on the Add this Address button.  
 

3. Enter a second address or city and click the button 
again.  

 
4. Click on the Find a place to meet button.

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5. Choose a meeting place category from the list above the map (coffee shop, 
library, mall, etc.)  

 
6. Once a category is picked, locations will appear on the map in the blue spots. 

(The yellow spot is the in-between geographic location.) A list of business names 
and addresses appear below the map. Click on a blue spot to see which 
business it is. 
 

7. Click on the Letôs Meet Here! button (either in 
the balloon or below the map) to set that as the 
meeting place.  
 

8. Below the map will be a link to print directions. 
Click on one of the options to be taken to Google 
maps. Print from there. 
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Weather 
 
Now that you know where you are going and how you are going to get there, maybe you 
should check the weather forecast.  
 

1. Type www.weather.yahoo.com into your address bar and hit the enter key.  
 
 

2. Enter your zip code into the appropriate box. 
(If, by chance, that zip code exists 
somewhere else, you may have to confirm 
which location you meant before being able 
to continue on to the weather page.) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  

It looks like only rain tonight. 
You may not want to go out 
tomorrow or the next day, 
though.  

 
Click on Extended Forecast to 
see the 6-10 day outlook. 

  
  
 

Another weather site you may 
want to check out is 
www.accuweather.com. They 
have an hourly forecast so you 
can plan your day. Just type 
your zip code into the 
appropriate box as on the Yahoo 
page and you are up and 
running.

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YouTube 
 
YouTube is a collection of user-made and professional video clips. Anyone can upload 
a new video. You just need to register with the site for free to do so. Here are a couple 
of examples to get you started: 
 

1. Type www.youtube.com into your address bar and hit the enter key. 
 

2. In the search box, type ñBlockbuster mouse commercial.ò 
 
 
 
 

3. Over 15 different people have 
uploaded the same clip. So pick one 
of them and click on the blue title to 
watch. 
 
 
 

 
4. In the search box, type in 
ñintroducing the book.ò 
 

5. Pick one of the videos. Keep in 
mind that the original video is in 
Norwegian, and it has English 
subtitles.  
 

6. When watching a video, notice the 
Related Videos section.  You can 
click on these to find other videos 
about the same topic.  
  
  
 

 
7. Try some other keyword combinations, 

but keep in mind that you can run across 
videos with bad language and content in 
them.  (Suggestions to try on your own 
time: ñstraight no chaser,ò ñimprov 
everywhere,ò ñcat vs toothbrush,ò and 
ñcat solves printer-problemò)
