Examples: Basebell news

18 under BASEBALL and not under SPORTS; news con-
cerning the New York Central Railroad is under that

name and not under RAILROADS or TRANSPORTATION.
With few exceptions names of organizations appear

under the key word of the name. Examples: NEGRO

‘CONF OF: LABOR, OHIO FED OF. Exceptions: Chambers

of commerce, companies, and some well-established
names. Whenever necessary, headings are sub-
divided by geographical and topical subheads.

The proper name or subject heading is followed
by a brief descriptive sub-entry and by a refer-
ence line.
